A pimp can make $150,000-$200,000 per child each
year and the average pimp has 4 to 6 girls.

The average victim may be forced to have sex up to
20-48 times a day.

There are lots of ways to praise God. We forget to be joyful sometimes when we categorize
music into little boxes. It is possible for very quiet, gentle music to be intensely joyful. It is
possible for sad words to convey great joy. It’s also possible that words of great joy and
praise can ring hollow in God’s ears because they are sung not toward God, but to make the
singer feel good. What this passage teaches us is that worshipful music is a matter of
intention. We have to focus our praise on God and our mind and heart of God. The joy is not
put in place by us and then offered. The joy comes in the act of offering our hearts and
voices to God and this joy is given to us by God.
