Immediately her bleeding stopped and she felt in her body that
she was freed from her suffering. At once Jesus realized that power had
gone out from him. He turned around in the crowd and asked, “Who touched
my clothes?” “You see the people crowding against you,” his disciples
answered, “and yet you can ask, 'Who touched me?' ”But Jesus kept look-
ing around to see who had done it. Then the woman, knowing what had hap-
pened to her, came and fell at his feet and, trembling with fear, told him the
whole truth. He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in
peace and be freed from your suffering.”
